All students and 
all courses are included. Only Advanced Placement courses 
are given extra weight.  Grade Point Average is based on a 
4.0 scale. 
 
The school year consists of 180 days divided into two 
semesters. 

Five periods in a three day rotation cycle including an 
advisory on day 3.  Report cards are issued quarterly.  
Progress reports are mailed to parents mid-way through 
each quarter.  Mid-year and final examinations each 
account for 10% of the final grade. 

 
CERTIFICATE OF INITIAL MASTERY 

Beginning with the graduating class of 2003, the attainment 
of a Certificate of Initial Mastery (CIM) certifies that a 
student has met a set of academic and applied learning 
standards, demonstrated through performance based 
assessments.  The CIM indicates that our students have 
consistently achieved high standards of learning and 
performance relevant to the 21st Century world of education 
and employment.  Students may attain a CIM in addition to 
a high school diploma.
