If you have an iPod from two years ago, it might be un-
recognizable now. There are new versions of iPod shuffle, clas-
sic, nano and touch. They are all new and improved with new 
colors, styles and so much more. The iPod shuffle and nano have 
new colors which include the original silver, an aqua blue, red, 
light green and black. The controls on the shuffle are the same, 
but the size is small and rectangular with a similar clip. There’s a
