For recipients that are accepted to but not yet attending a post-secondary education
program the Scholarship will be awarded upon receipt, by the Rhode Island FFA Alumni,
of proof of the applicant being enrolled in a post-secondary education program. This may
be in the form of a tuition bill.

This scholarship may be won only once.
