3. Complete an application for the Washington Leadership Conference Scholarship. 
 
4. Include a 300-word essay on how their attending this conference will benefit the FFA. 
 
5. Obtain all necessary signatures. 
 
6. Attend an interview. 
 
The application and essay must be submitted to the Rhode Island FFA Alumni by March 
15th. 
 
The winner will be announced at the Annual State FFA Convention. 
 
This scholarship will be paid after the student returns from the Washington Leadership 
Conference. The applicant will be responsible for initial payment of all expenses.
