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Hello! My name is Deanna Campopiano. @ an art education graduate student at Rhode Island School of
Design. | have been student teaching with Mrs. Osman®students for the past 6 weeks.

The fourth grade students have been studying Native Americans in their classrooms, so we learned about
Native American jewelry. They created jewelry inspired by the Native American style by including some
similar elements and using recycled materials that they could find easily in their design.

Since | did my undergraduate in graphic design at RISD, | wanted to introduce the fifth graders to graphic
design. They learned some basic design vocabulary and then designed postersin small groups to advertise for
the Rooster Games.

The sixth grade classes explored more using their five senses. For homework they participated in an activity
that they had never done before to help someone else out. They recorded what they heard, saw, smelled,
tasted, and touched during the activity. Next, they listened to arecording that described a carnival
experience.

Dear Parents,

The Rhode Island Departments of Health and Education have established scoliosis-screening guidelinesin
Rules and Regulations for School Health Programs (R16-21-SCHO). Thisregulation states that the school
health program shall provide for the yearly screening or examination for scoliosis of all children in grades
six through eight and the preservation of records of the screening and examination of those children.

Scoliosisis alateral curvature of the spine, which mostly occurs during the adolescent years, in approximately
5% of this age group. Scoliosis screening allows for early detection and subsequent treatment, if indicated.
You will be notified if a problem is suspected.

Scoliosis screening for sixth graders at Eldredge Elementary will take place on the dates indicated below.
Girls and boys will be screened separately and individually in the nurse' s office to ensure privacy. A clear
view of the back, shoulders, and hipsis necessary. Therefore, it is advised that girls wear atwo-piece bathing
suit or a no-back bathing suit.

All students will be screened unless exempt for one of the following reasons.

1) Physician statement verifying the result of scoliosis screening or examination, clearly noted and
conducted within the year preceding the date of school-based screening is made available for inclusionin
the student’ s health record.



2) Parental statement that scoliosis screening is against their religious beliefs.

Notes of exemption must bereceived before the date of screeningin order for your child to be excluded
from screening. Screening will take placein May during theweek 5/7- 5/11. CPT studentsthat are
unavailable during thisweek will be screened the following week 5/14- 5/18.
